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Complainant, Detective Craig Martin of the Hennepin County Sheriff’s Office has investigated the facts and
circumstances of this offense and believes the following establishes probable cause:

On December 28, 2007, officers were conducting a peer-to-peer internet search for files containing child pomography
using a publicly available program that allows individuals to share files from their computer hard drive with other
users. This program shows the Internet Protocol (IP) address of the computer and the files that the remote computer
is sharing with the network. These are the files that are available for distribution and download to other users on the
network. Officers are able to enter search terms into the software that identify lists of digital signatures that are
known to belong to movies or images containing known child pornography. Once a matching set of digital signatures
is identified, officers are able to request a list of internet network computers that are reported to have the same images
for trade or offering to participate in the trade of known images. Using this feature allows officers to conduct
undercover operations that involve images known to be actual and identified child pornography involving identified
children.

On the above-mentioned date, officers conducting such a search located a publicly shared listing of files from the IP
address 64.131.21.128. This address was identified as an IP address in the Minneapolis area. There were seven
identified files of suspected child pornography in the shared folder at that IP address. At least one file was identified
as known child pornography from the Internet Crimes Against Children (ICAC) task force. At the time of this search,
the 1P address 64.131.21.128 was offering to participate in the distribution of these files containing child

pornography.
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Officers were able to download one of these files from the suspect’s computer, titled 52 Cute Gay Preteen Boys 9yo
8yo Play With Each Other & Snuggle Naked Nude Pedo Young Child Sex Kdv Rbv Pik.jpg. Officers observed this
file to be a picture of two prepubescent males, who are lying nude on a bed, reaching over to each other and grasping
each other’s penis. Based upon your complainant’s training and experience in this area, your complainant, and other
officers, believes that this file is child pornography. Again, this file was available for distribution from the above-
mentioned IP address and was actually obtained and downloaded by officers nsing the public network where it was
found.

As part of their investigation, officers learned through an administrative subpoena that the IP address 64.131.21.128
is registered to JAMES FORD ANDERSON, Defendant herein, at 6109 Ewing Avenue South in Edina, Hennepin
County.

On February 25, 2008, officers executed a search warrant at the Defendant’s residence. Qfficers recovered multiple
CDs, zip drives, 2 HP laptops and one Dell computer hard drive. Officers also conducted a post-Miranda, taped
statement with the Defendant during which he had stated that he had about 5 computers throughout the house. The
Defendant also admitted to officers that he has seen gay pornography, including “kiddie stuff”, that he uses LimeWire
to search for pornography and has seen child pornography in some of the files. The Defendant further stated that he
has typed search words such as “boys” or “young boys” while utilizing LimeWire because he was “curious to see
what’s out there”.

The computers and other evidence seized from the Defendant’s residence was submitted to the Hennepin County
Sheriff's Office Crime Lab for forensic analysis. Results of the forensic analysis showed that the Defendant had the
program LimeWire installed on his PC and that the settings of this program allowed for file sharing with other users.
The file name 52 Cute Gay Preteen Boys 9yo 8yo Play With Each Other & Snuggle Naked Nude Pedo Young Child
Sex Kdv Rbv Pjk.jpg was located in the folder titled “Incomplete™. Although this folder was empty at the time of the
forensic examination, the presence of this file name in the “Incomplete” folder would be consistent with the file
having been present and then deleted.

During the forensic examination of the Defendant’s computers, officers located a file titled Kdv 02 Preteen-2 Young
Boys 14 y.0. and 10 y.o. playing. This file contains video images of a preteen boy masturbating. Based on your

Complainants training and experience, your Complainant believes this file is child pormography.

The Defendant is not in custody.

OFFENSE

COUNT 1: DISSEMINATION OF PORNOGRAPHIC WORK. INVOLVING A MINOR (FELONY)
MINN. STAT. § 617.247, SUBD. 3 (a) (b)
PENALTY: 0-7 YEARS AND/OR $10,000 PLUS A CONDITIONAL RELEASE TERM

That on or about December 28, 2007, in Hennepin County, Minnesota, JAMES FORD ANDERSON knowing or
having reason to know its content and character, disseminated a pornographic work involving a minor while the
defendant was a registered predatory offender.

COUNT 2:  POSSESSION OF PORNOGRAPHIC WORK INVOLVING A MINOR (FELONY)
MINN. STAT. § 617.247, SUBD. 4(a) (b)
PENALTY: 0-5 YEARS AND/OR $5,000 PLUS A CONDITIONAL RELEASE TERM

That on or about December 28, 2007, in Hennepin County, Minnesota, JAMES FORD ANDERSON knowingly
possessed a computer storage system containing porno graphic work involving a minor and the defendant was
registered as a predatory offender.
